Welcome Father Michael Drevitch

Bishop Bambera has assigned Father Michael Drevitch as as-
sistant pastor of Corpus Christi & St. Barbara Parishes beginning on
Saturday, October 21st. Father Michael is excited to return to ministry
after a leave of absence and is looking forward to serving our parish
community.

Father Michael was born December 4, 1989, son of William
and Linda Sabol Drevitch of Wilkes-Barre. He received his early edu-
cation at Sacred Heart School in Wilkes-Barre and attended Bishop
O’Reilly High School, Kingston, before graduating from Holy Redeem-
er High School, Wilkes-Barre, as a member of the school’s first gradu-
ation class in 2008. Father Michael began his preparatory studies for
the priesthood for the Scranton Diocese at St. Charles Borromeo
Seminary in Overbrook, outside of Philadelphia, where he earned his
bachelor’s degree in philosophy in 2012. He completed his theological
training as a seminarian at St. Mary’s Seminary and University in Bal-
timore, where he received his bachelor’s degree in sacred theology
and a master of divinity degree.

Father Michael was ordained to the priesthood by Bishop
Bambera on May 28, 2016, and celebrated his first Mass of Thanks-
giving the following day on May 29th at Corpus Christi Parish.
